Concept
Jasna Bajraktarević, a psychologist, talks about a concept of happiness 
that is unique to Bosnia and Herzegovina and about moods and 
feelings that are hard to trace anywhere else. In her elaboration, 
she touches on ćejf – a word that is hard to translate and doesn’t 
have a direct counterpart in the English language. Its meaning lies 
somewhere between joy, pleasure and good mood. She moves on to 
merak, a exceptional type of delight that contains ćeif in itself. Finally, 
she concludes with sevdah, a musical genre, but also a mood. The 
most difficult of these words to comprehend, sevdah references the 
special kind of melancholy and joyful sadness.
